Rules

Format:
· Each game will consists of 2 halves which will be 20 minutes of running time 

· For the last minute of the first half and the last 2 minutes of the second half, the clock will be stopped on every blown whistle

· For the final two minutes of the second half, each team will have one foul to give before entering into the bonus (and will remain in the single bonus for every subsequent foul until the end of the game)
· If the score is tied at the end of regulation, there will be a 2 minute overtime period of stopped time with the same foul rules as with the final 2 minutes of regulation
· Each team can only use 1 timeout for an overtime period

· Each team will get 3 total timeouts per regulation, maximum of 2 can be used each half

· There will be no shot clock 

· There will be no team foul or personal foul limit

· Games will be played at Thurston Middle School at 850 High Street Westwood, MA 02090
· Each game will have 2 qualified officials and a clock / scoreboard operator 
· 1 game ball will be provided for each game; players and teams are responsible for bringing their own balls if they wish to warm up before the game
· Admission is free for all spectators
Rules:
· No member of the high school basketball coaching staff is allowed to coach (per MIAA rules) 

· No disrespecting  or intentionally causing physical harm to any of the officials, clock operator, teammates, spectators, opposing players, or coaches is allowed

· Any incidents will be subject to a technical foul  and / or ejection from the game

· Jewelry is not allowed to be worn by players during games
· Players, coaches, and spectators must not damage any facility equipment

· Players, coaches, and spectators must not leave trash behind
· Every person that enters the gym is responsible for their own property
· All players must be medically cleared to participate in a contact sport

· Each team’s Coach / Administrator is responsible for making sure that their team will be at their scheduled game on time, and will contact Patrick Harris at (508) 667-0197 as soon as possible, if the team will not be able to play in their game, or if they will not make it on time
